Connections: Four Pillars of Differentiated Instruction and Danielson Framework
Teaching Learning Succeeding (TLS)

This document serves as a crosswalk between the Four Pillars of Differentiated Instruction (curriculum, assessment, instruction, management) and the
Danielson Instructional Framework. As a result of TLS’s work with several administrative teams, salient components of the Danielson Framework were identified
as critical in the implementation of differentiated teaching; only those are included in the crosswalk. The crosswalk is organized by the Danielson domains and the
appropriate instructional pillar that corresponds with the components in that domain. The components listed are not the only ones that can be correlated to
differentiated teaching; however, they represent the most salient. Also note that only selected descriptors for distinguished and/or proficient are included in the
column representing the Danielson Framework.

Since the focus in the view of the administrative teams is on the most critical components of the Framework, this document could be used by teachers as a
self-reflection tool, for supervisors as they observe/conference on teaching and learning, or by instructional coaches as they support and promote
effective/differentiated teaching. The far left column under the pillar name can be used as note-taking space and the far right column can be used as a checkbox.

e teacher has a well developed strategy for using formative assessment and
designed particular approaches to be used

e Classroom interactions, between teacher and students and among students

e routines are well understood (and may be initiated by students)

e There is a mix of different types of groupings, suitable to the lesson objectives
e The lesson has a clearly defined structure, and the pacing of the lesson is
appropriate, providing most students the time needed to be intellectually
engaged
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3e Demonstrating Flexibility and Responsiveness

Distinguished
e Teacher persists in seeking effective approaches for students who need help,
using extensive repertoire of strategies
e Teacher’s adjustments to lesson are designed to assist individual students
e Teacher differentiates instruction to address individual student
misunderstandings

e Teacher makes adjustments to lesson to enhance understanding by groups of
students
